From the Udder and Your Milking Equipment

Orbeseal is a product used to provide a physical 
barrier between the cow and the environment during 
her dry period.  This non-antibiotic paste product, 
manufactured by Pfizer, is a terrific addition to the 
dry off program.  New mastitis infections have the 
potential to be reduced, resulting in lower somatic 
cell counts in fresh cows.  This physical barrier 
mimics the keratin plug at the teat canal and will 
stay in place for the length of the cow’s dry period.
But once that cow has freshened, we need to get 
the Orbeseal out of the teat.  Pfizer has specific 
recommendations for removal from the udder:  
 
•	 Be sure to grab the teat where it meets the 

udder and work all the way down.  Strip the 
entire quarter by starting at the top and working 
all the way down.

•	 Strip aggressively, 10 to 12 times per quarter, for 
the first 4 days post freshening.

•	 Milk into a bucket for the first 3 to 4 days post-
freshening.

Unfortunately, there are situations where Orbeseal 
has been linked to accumulation in milking systems.  
Contamination with the teat sealant has been 
linked to discoloration in some types of cheese--a 
problem referred to as the ‘black spot defect’.  This 
discoloration is purely cosmetic and does not pose 
a risk to human health, but is a concern to those 
in the cheese industry.  Pfizer has worked diligently 
with farmers to set up training for the use of this 
product as part of a dry cow program.

So in addition to reviewing administration and 
removal techniques with your milker team, review 
your Clean In Place system of your equipment to 
prevent build up and removal of teat sealant from 
your system.  Check water temperatures and 
temperature monitoring devices.  Water for cleaning 
needs to be at least 120o F to get rid of Orbeseal.
